Watershed Definition  

ÂA watershed is a landscape surface area 
that surrounds and drains into a 
common waterbody such as a lake, 
small stream or river-basin system.  
Watersheds provide useful and often 
clearly defined landscape units for 
scientific assessments and planned 
management actions.

ÂWyoming Statute 11-16-103 (b) 
Â (b) state legislature policy to provide for soil and 

water conservation 

ÂWyoming Statue 11-16-122 (b)(v)(xvi)(xvii)  
Â (b) grants CDs and supervisors authority to (v) 

conduct surveys, investigations and research and 
disseminate information relating to soil and water 
conservation (xvi) develop plans for the 
conservation and development of water (xvii) 
make the plans and information public and bring 
to the attention of the owners and occupiers of 
land within the districts

management efforts  

Â to represent local interests in state and 
federal watershed planning 
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serve as a guide for CD watershed
